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CALLED TO REMEMBRANCE 

I remember it vividly, the beginning years 

of my new birth in Christ.  I knew 

absolutely nothing as to what had just 

taken place on the inside of me, other 

than I prayed, and a peace had come over 

me, a calmness if you will.   Shortly 

following was a strong sense of love, 

swelling up inside, completely 

overwhelming me.    

The only thing I knew to do with this 

overpowering sense of love, was to direct 

it towards my mother.  Constantly, I 

found myself expressing just how much I 

loved her.  She must have thought I had 

run into a brick wall or something, and 

was experiencing delirium. 
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GRADE SCHOOL 

As I began this new walk of faith with 

Christ, I had tons of questions.  

Immediately the next evening, I was 

escorted to a home bible study, where 

the questions began to flow:  “Who made 

God?”, “where do babies go when the 

die?”  On and on I went until I became an 

absolute annoyance, particularly to one of 

the ladies in attendance.  She literally 

lashed out at me saying; “What is this!? 

Are we in kindergarten!?”   

Needless to say, being a new believer, 

neither my mind, nor my flesh had the 

chance to realize that my spirit had been 

born-again.  Suffice it to say my response 

was anything but Christ-like.  Strike back 

was my former lifestyle and very much my 
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present as well.  I verbally attacked back, 

and was ready for more action, if you 

know what I mean.  But that’s neither 

here nor there.  

The truth is, for me, it was kindergarten.  I 

was an infant in Christ, feeding on 

Enfamil.  I needed baby food, and lots of 

it.      

STORY TIME 

Somehow or another, I got my hands on a 

children bible story book, possibly written 

to ages two through four years old.  The 

pages were filled with bright colors, large 

font lettering, and cartoon characters 

depicted in bible era attire.   To put it 

plainly, they were speaking my language- 

kindergarten bible school lingo.  Now 

that’s what I’m talking about.    
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The truth is I was a baby Christian, not 

ready to chew on the meat of the Word of 

God as of yet. 

Over and over again, I read the book, as it 

provided the bases of the meaning and 

purpose of the bible.  The stories were 

short and concise.  They told of the origin 

of scripture, the persecution of the 

church, the intent to destroy the bible 

and more.   I soaked up every word, until 

finally I had a foundation upon which I 

could build the knowledge of the Word of 

God. 
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BEGINNING ANEW  

I joined a church and began attending a 

class called “Beginning Anew”.  It is my 

opinion that every Christian church 

should incorporate such a class.   In fact, I 

have adopted a practice in my own 

ministry, to avoid ministering the 

message of salvation, at churches to 

which I have been invited to speak, until 

we have first established there will be a 

follow-up team or class for New 

Believers’.  The primary purpose for this 

practice is to avoid the enemies attack 

against baby Christians.  New Believers’ 

are literally babies, lambs. How many of 

you know that there are wolves looking 

for little lambs to devour.   
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The Church has a obligation to help guide 

the new believer along in their new walk 

with Christ.  Thus, the theme and purpose 

of  this book. 

 

Q&A  

The New Believers class lasted three 

weeks.  It was a safe haven where I could 

have all of my questions answered.  In 

addition, there was information provided, 

study material, question and answer 

period, and times in which my very 

thoughts were addressed, before I ever 

had a chance to ask them.  More 

importantly, I was able to avoid angering 

the more mature believer, as they 

furthered their growth in the love walk.   
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ETERNAL SECURITY 

Congratulations! You have made the best 

investment ever, which was to secure 

your home in eternity with God the 

Father, by placing your faith in His Son, 

the Lord Jesus Christ.  Based on Romans 

10:9-11 (KJV) “if you shall confess with 

your mouth the Lord Jesus Christ, and 

believe in your heart that God raised him 

from the dead, you shall be saved.  For 

with the heart man believes unto 

righteousness, and with the mouth 

confession is made unto salvation.  For the 

scripture say; whosoever believes on Him 

shall not be ashamed.” Romans 9:33 

You can rest assured that one day heaven 

will be your eternal home. 
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BIBLE BELIEVING CHURCH 

Get involved in a Bible believing church.  If 

you have the privilege of being contacted 

by the one who prayed with you, leading 

you to Christ, or someone of their church 

affiliation, take full advantage.   

Avoiding their calls and attempts to make 

contact with you will only hinder your 

growth, allowing you to fall back into the 

same old habits and patterns of the past.  

Your best interest is at heart.  Your future 

is at stake.   

You will be invited to attend church 

where you can meet other believers, who 

are also growing in faith and in the 
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knowledge of Jesus Christ.   Get involved.  

It will do you good. 

If on the other hand, you have not been 

approached in regards to a follow-up, by 

all means ask your heavenly Father to 

guide you to a Bible believing church.   

Trust, that as you recently prayed, asking 

Him to forgive you of your sins, and He 

did, you can now expect Him to continue 

to hear you when you pray.  Go ahead.  

Ask Him for a church home.   He will 

provide. 

Notice the term; άBible Believing Church”.  

This is a key phrase.  Many churches 

today have strayed from the scriptures as 

being the inspired Word of God.  The 

bible says that “many false prophets have 

gone out into the world and have 
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deceived many.” 1 John 4:1 (KJV). The 

apostle Peter wrote; “Knowing this first 

that no prophecy of the scripture is of any 

private interpretation.  For prophecy came 

not in old time by the will of man: but 

Holy men of God spake as they were 

moved by the Holy Ghost.”  1 Peter 1:20-

21(KJV).  The bible is the Word of God! 

Trust that God as your heavenly Father.   

He promises to “lead and guide you with 

His right hand.”    His desire for you is that 

you grow in the wisdom of God.  “Beloved 

I wish above all things that though may 

prosper and be in health, even as thy soul 

prospers.”   3 John 1:2.   Begin attending a 

New Believers’’ class immediately. 
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REMAIN FAITHFUL 

Attend each class as if your very life 

depended upon it.  Truthfully, it does.  

Remember, you have been born-again. 

You are an infant in Christ.  Allow yourself 

the care and protection of a nurturing 

church family.  Let them feed you the 

Word of God, for a time will come when 

the Lord will require you to feed yourself.   

As time progresses, God will expect that 

you someday, will be able to help others 

in their walk of faith as well.   The writer 

of the book of Hebrews puts it like this; 

“In fact, by this time you ought to be 

teachers, you need someone to teach you 

the elementary truths of God’s word all 

over again. You need milk. Not solid 

food.”  Hebrews 5:12 (NIV).   
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Take this time to be taught from those 

who have been where you are, and have 

grown to a level of maturity.  Remember, 

you are now in kindergarten. 

 

BELIEVE YOU ARE SAVED 

The bible tells us in John 10:10 (NKJV) 

“the thief comes to steal, to kill and to 

destroy.”  As surely as Jesus is alive, and 

lives in your heart by His Holy Spirit, there 

is a devil desiring to convince you that 

none of this is true.  It’s an old tactic he 

has used repeatedly against New 

Believers’ for centuries.  He comes to 

steal the truth from your heart.   

Upon your acceptance of Jesus as Savior, 

you became a part of the church of God, 
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which is the body of Christ.  “Now are ye 

the body of Christ and members in 

particular." 1 Corinthians 12:27 (KJV)   If 

Satan (the devil), can convince you that 

you are not saved, and that nothing 

actually took place after you prayed, then 

he can cause you to return to your old 

life-style, never seeking to grow in the 

Word of God, or becoming the over-

comer  God destines you to be.   

Thoughts will arise in your mind as the 

devil whispers words similar to these: 

“you aren’t really saved” or he’ll say 

something like this:  “there’s no such 

thing as being saved.”  How about this 

one: “there’s no such place as heaven.”   

WHATEVER!   Don’t fall for it!   
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IGNORANCE IS NOT BLISS 

 “When anyone hears the message about 

the kingdom and does not understand it, 

the evil one comes and snatches away 

that which was sown in his heart.”  

Matthew 13:19 (NIV).   

Notice in the verse it states the one who 

‘does not understand’ the word that was 

sown, is the very one the devil targets, to 

steal the little which was sown.   

Ignorance is not bliss. 

You may be wondering how Satan can 

take the word out of your heart.  Does he 

enter into your heart and take it out?  No, 

he does not literally enter into your heart 

physically, where the Holy Spirit now 

resides.   Instead, he steals the word of 

God from your heart through lies and 
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deception.  This is why it is imperative for 

you to attend a Bible believing church, 

which teaches and preaches 

uncompromisingly, the bible as the literal 

Word of God.   It should be proclaimed 

the absolute and final authority for the 

life of every believer.  

Once you have built the foundational 

principles of the Word of God in your 

heart, you are on solid ground and will 

continue to grow in faith, in the truths of 

God’s word.  “Faith comes by hearing, and 

hearing by the Word of God.”  Romans 

10:17 (NKJV) 

BE BAPTIZED 

As you study the scriptures, you will find 

that Jesus, the Lord of the church, gives 

commands in His word, to which we must 
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align ourselves lives, as they are 

presented to us, neither of which will ever 

cause you harm or danger in anyway.   

One such commandment is found in the 

book of Matthew 28:19 (KJV) “Go ye 

therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing 

them in the name of the Father, and of 

the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.”  In the 

book of Mark 16:16 it reads, “He that 

believes and is baptized shall be saved; 

but he that believes not shall be damned.”  

Baptism is a commandment from our Lord 

Jesus Christ.  He was baptized and we are 

to follow his example.    

“And it came to pass in those days, that 

Jesus came from Nazareth of Galilee, and 

was baptized of John in Jordan.”   Mark 

1:9 (KJV) 
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I recall my own personal water baptism.  

It took place in the city of Baldwinsville, 

New York, at my church home which 

raised me up from babyhood Christianity, 

some thirty years ago. 

As I stood in the baptismal pool, having 

been immersed under the water, I recall a 

feeling of completeness come over me.  It 

was an amazing feeling, a sort of sweet 

and serene feeling. Amazing! 

 When presented with the microphone to 

comment, I gave this statement; “Give 

your life to Christ.  When you do, you will 

wonder what took you so long.”   

Not only is baptism an absolute amazing 

sense of peace and finalization of an 

inward work; it is also a public declaration 

to the world which says; “I am a believer 
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in Jesus Christ as my personal Lord and 

Savior.”  1 Peter 3:21 (NIV) declares; 

“…and this water symbolizes baptism that 

now saves you also - not the removal of 

dirt from the body, but the pledge of a 

good conscience before God.  It saves you 

by the resurrection of Jesus Christ.”   Every 

believer should be water baptized. 

 

ANOTHER BAPTISM 

The bible speaks of three separate and 
distinguish baptisms.  Early on, we 
discussed being in the family of God 
through faith in Jesus Christ.   

Romans 6:3 asks the question; “Know ye 
not that so many of us as were baptized 
into Jesus Christ were baptized into his 
death?”   
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In other words, when we accepted Jesus 
Christ as Savior, our old sinful nature died 
along with the death of Jesus.  The book 
of Galatians 3:27 (KJV) says; “For as many 
of you as have been baptized into Christ 
have put on Christ.”   Now we have a new 
nature, the nature of Jesus Christ. 

These scriptures, along with many others, 
clearly denote upon acceptance of Jesus 
as Savior, you and I have been baptized 
into Christ.   

This is the first order of business.  The 
next two baptisms have no particular 
order, other than to follow the first 
baptism.  

We also discussed earlier another 
baptism, which is water baptism. (pages 
21-23).   
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Baptized In the Holy Spirit 

Let us look at the third baptism 
mentioned in the scriptures, the baptism 
in the Holy Spirit.  The book of Acts speaks 
of this baptism more than any other book 
in the bible.  In fact, it was during the 
beginning days of my new birth 
experience, that a brother in the Lord 
encouraged me to read Acts chapter 19.  I 
did.  My life was radically changed that 
night and since then.  Let us read it 
together. 

Acts 19:1-6 (KJV) “And it came to pass, 
that, while Apollos was at Corinth, Paul 
having passed through the upper coasts 
came to Ephesus: and finding certain 
disciples,  He said unto them, ‘Have ye 
received the Holy Ghost since ye 
believed?’ And they said unto him, We 
have not so much as heard whether there 
be any Holy Ghost.  And he said unto the; 
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unto what then were ye baptized? And 
they said; Unto John's baptism.  Then said 
Paul, John verily baptized with the 
baptism of repentance, saying unto the 
people, that they should believe on him 
which should come after him, that is, on 
Christ Jesus.  When they heard this, they 
were baptized in the name of the Lord 
Jesus.  And when Paul had laid his hands 
upon them, the Holy Spirit came on them; 
and they spake with tongues, and 
prophesied.” 

Jesus gave instruction to his disciples in 
Luke 24:49 to “tarry in the city of 
Jerusalem until you be endued with power 
from on high.” He would later explain to 
them the purpose for this power: 

Acts 1:8 (KJV) “But ye shall receive power, 
after that the Holy Ghost is come upon 
you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me 
both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and 
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in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part 
of the earth”.   They became witnesses of 
Him; bold witnesses, with impetus behind 
the words they spoke concerning Jesus 
and the kingdom of God.  And so it was.   

There you have it my friend.  The third 
baptism, an absolute must for every 
believer.  It is the endowment of power, 
the supernatural ability of God to be all 
He desires for you to be, to do, and to tell 
of the Savior Jesus Christ. 

 

What If I Am Not Baptized? 

Will you be lost without this baptism?  
Will you miss heaven? Absolutely not!  
However, many Christians have come and 
gone, never having experienced this 
power from on high.   
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Why is that?  Satan strikes again, 
deceiving believers into thinking that 
there is no baptism of the Holy Spirit, or 
worst yet, the baptism of the Holy Spirit is 
of the devil.  Glad I didn’t fall for that one 
when it was presented to me, 
unfortunately, many others have. 

However, for the Christian who has been 
endued with power from on high, this 
baptism in the Holy Spirit as Jesus puts it, 
has been radically changed.   

Their lives, and the lives of those they 
come in contact with through ministry, 
prayer, and the like, have literally been 
touched by the supernatural power of 
God.  

 It is power my brothers and sisters; 
power neither you nor I can afford to live 
without.  Jesus offers us the same power 
of Almighty God that he himself operated 
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in while on earth.   How can you say no to 
that?  Remember Jesus gave the 
command to remain until you be endued 
with power from on high.  It is one of 
those  commands mentioned earlier. 

How to Received  

Jesus asked the question in Luke 11:11 
(KJV) “If a son shall ask bread of any of 
you that is a father, will he give him a 
stone?  Or if he ask a fish, will he for a  
fish give him a serpent?  Or if he shall ask 
an egg, will he offer him a scorpion?  If ye 
then, being evil, know how to give good 
gifts unto your children: how much more 
shall your heavenly Father give the Holy 
Spirit to them that ask him?”  How do 
receive this baptism in the Holy Spirit?  
Simple, ask the Father God and He will 
give you power from on high.  Simply ask. 

Give Me Proof 
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Sounding a bit pushy are we?  

How will you know when you have 
received the Holy Spirit?  Notice, the 
words of the Apostle Paul in Acts 19:6 
(KJV) “and when Paul had laid his hands 
upon them, the Holy Spirit came on them; 
and they spoke with tongues and 
prophesied.”   Over and over throughout 
the Word of God, speaking in tongues is 
taught as the initial evidence of the 
baptism in the Holy Spirit.  “And they 
were all fill with the Holy Ghost and began 
to speak with other tongues as the Spirit 
gave them utterance. “  Acts 2:4 (KJV) 

When you are filled with the Holy Spirit, 
power from on high, you will speak with a 
new heavenly language.  You will speak in 
tongues.   

I encourage you to take hold of all that 
God has to offer.  Come as a child and 
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receive.  Do not allow anyone to talk you 
out of the very words of Jesus Himself, 
and even the Apostle Paul who asked the 
disciples this question.  “Have you 
received the Holy Spirit since you 
believed?”  Acts 19:2 (KJV) 

How about you?  Have you received the 
Holy Spirit, the power of God from on 
high, since you believed?  Did you speak 
in tongues?  This power is yours for the 
asking.   

I have one very important note to make.  
The Holy Spirit is not an άitέ or άan some 
cosmic experience.έ   Not at all!  Instead, 
the Holy Spirit is the Third Person of the 
Godhead.  The Trinity is made up of three 
persons: The Father, The Son and The 
Holy Spirit.  He is a person. 

CONCLUSION 
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My prayer is that this book has been of 
help to, offering you an idea as what has 
happened to you during the new birth 
and where to go from here.   

Remember, you are a new born, an infant 
in Christ.  Enroll in a “New Believers’’ 
class.  Remain faithful complete the class.  
Join a bible believing church.  Study God’s 
word.  Follow Jesus, be baptized.  Receive 
absolutely all He has in store for you.   

Welcome to the family of God. By the 
way, if pride is not an issue for you, pick 
up a child’s bible story book a at your 
local Christian bookstore or thrift store.   

May the God of peace fill you with all 
wisdom and spiritual understanding in 
knowing Jesus Christ.
